18. Stretch Goals 
Set stretch goals. Stretch targets, energize. “We have 
found that by reaching for what appears to be the 
impossible, we often actually do the impossible; and 
even when we don’t quite make it, we inevitably wind up 
doing much better that we would have done.” 
 
19. Instill confidence 
Create a truly confident worker. Confidence is a vital 
ingredient of any learning organization. The prescription 
for winning is speed, simplicity and self-confidence. Self-
confident people are open to good ideas regardless of 
their source and are willing to share them. “Just as 
surely as speed flows from simplicity, simplicity is 
grounded in self-confidence.” 

 

20. Have Fun 
Fun must be a big element in your business strategy. No 
one should have a job they do not enjoy. If you don’t 
wake up energized and excited about tackling a new set 
of challenges, then you might be in the wrong job. 

 

21. Be Number 1 or Number 2 

“When you’re number four or five in a market, when 

number one sneezes, you get pneumonia. When you are 

number one, you control your destiny. The number fours 

keep merging; they have difficult times. That’s not the 

same if you’re number four and that’s your only 

business. Then you have to find strategic ways to get 

stronger.
